This item is a Hymn, for BRass, accompanied by keyboard-organ three (3) players, level four difficulty (4)– the first letter of the hymn is H and this is the first catalogue number (00001) assigned to the entries that begin with the letter H.

NOTE – the last Alpha-character and Numeric designation (H00001 in the example above) is a unique identifier for this entry. No other entry will have this same letter-number combination. You can use it in communication with TMW if you find it easier to do so.
